After
you read the novel, type a paper on the topic assigned. When school resumes, three things will
happen on the first day of school: you will turn in your worksheets that are attached and your
essay, and you will take a quiz. After we discuss the novel, you will take a test on it.

Be an attentive and INDEPENDENT reader and worker. Do your own work and have your own
unique answers on the worksheets and your own original essay.

Summer Assignment for College Prep British Literature (12t")- Read Brave New
World by Aldous Huxley and write an essay in which you discuss the similarities between the
novel and our lives today. (Although I used first person (“our”), I do not want you to use it. (Nor
2"4)1 Think of three areas of similarity and give examples of how he illustrates these qualities
that are similar in the novel. Remember to turn in an outline with a purpose. This is perfect for
the five-paragraph essay (introduction, body on first area of similarity, body on second area,
body on third area, and conclusion). Before you ever read the first page, remind yourself to
notice these things in the book and mark them so that you can use the examples in your body
paragraphs. | require that you use at least one quote from the novel per body paragraph to prove
your point. For example: The reader sees a similarity to today’s world in the way that
e, ”(76). Put the page number of the quote in parenthesis, as I have. Type with MLA
header and title and double space. Paper should be a minimum of 500 words. Put a word count at
the end of the paper. Use specific support and quotes from the novel in each of the three body
paragraphs. Insert a word count at the end of your paper. Knowing what to look for will be
much easier if you search the Internet for information on this novel. There is much out there
because of the cloning debates today, lack of privacy, government control, etc.
